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An important hallmark of our Christian faith is singing—rich, vibrant 

singing; the kind of singing that demands we stand a little taller, sing with 

deeper conviction, and depart with a renewed awareness of God’s 

redemptive love.

 

I hope that each time you sing one of these extraordinary hymns, something 

special will happen; something that celebrates our oneness in Christ; 

something that gives us a glimpse of the eternal.

 

So go forth and “sing psalms, hymns, and spirituals songs—with gratitude in

your hearts to God!”
